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INTRODUCTION

2002 was a great year for EUROWARDS. After the 2001 start-up crash, we have received this year more projects than ever (1126 at European level) and the quality of the business proposals is constantly increasing, due partly to our renewed on-line application form helping the participants to work more and better on their project.

We changed our former operational name ”European Awards for the Spirit of Enterprise” into “EUROWARDS” to reinforce our communication and our presence in participating countries, including three new central-European countries: Bulgaria, Czech Republic and Slovakia. We are proud of the support of Mr Pat Cox, President of the European Parliament and Sir Albert Bore, President of the Committee of the Regions.

This formal change will be followed by a content evolution in 2003 to straighten the entrepreneurs’ participation with a 100.000 euro cash prize offered to European winners, a free link with Gate2Growth and a direct link with the European top 10 sectorial VCs partners for national winners.

EUROWARDS has started a new approach by setting up national partnerships with co-organisers partners that will play a significant role in EUROWARDS development at regional and national level. I am pleased to announce that Mr Benoît Conotte, Vice-President, joined EUROWARDS recently to take over those responsibilities.

After the national selections, 44 European nominees coming from 17 countries were invited on November 19, 2002, at the “Taste of Entrepreneurship” symposium, this great initiative organised by Minister Serge Kubla, in the frame of the “4x4 pour Entreprendre” action plan. Eurowards warmly thanks Minister Serge Kubla for hosting Eurowards.

EUROWARDS – Four Categories

Category ENCOURAGEMENT

Accepted projects for ENCOURAGEMENT category must consist of clear and original ideas. 

Relatively developed idea: the product/ service, its competitive positioning, its potential profitability are elaborated. The company is NOT created yet. The presentation of the project should not be based on a structure/formalized document (Business Plan is not mandatory).
Category SEED

The criteria of acceptance for category SEED are as follows:

The Business Plan is not mandatory, but it is strongly advised that a certain number of points are reviewed:

Presentation of the Product/Service. 

·  Analyze of industry, market and consumers. 

·  Analyze of the competition and substitutes.

·  Daily management and action plan.

It is also advised to cover the following points, if they are relevant for the business:

·  Plan of sales and marketing. 

·  Analyze costs and pricing. 

·  Treasury and financing. 

·  Partnerships. 

·  Intellectual rights.

Category START-UP

The criteria of acceptance for category START-UP are as follows:

·  Employees > 5 or clients > 5 or Turnover > 250.000 EUR
At this level, it is appropriate (not mandatory) to present a structured Business Plan, on a minimum number of years (3 or 5 years). The 9 points all quoted supra are significant and it is mandatory to cover them. If the participant judges that a point does not have interest in his field and prefers not to review it, he will have to justify his decision.
Category EXPANSION

The criteria of acceptance for category EXPANSION are as follows:

· Employees > 5 or clients > 5 or Turnover > 1.000.000 EUR
· The company must be over the break even point

Here again, a formal Business Plan over several years can be necessary to justify the potential of expansion and the 9 points referred to above must be analyzed in-depth. However, the financial aspect should be more highlighted in comparison with the preceding categories.
SELECTION CRITERIA (CRITERIA PER CATEGORY)

There are 4 criteria for evaluating the dossiers (submitted business plans):

- Originality of the project or ability to compete

- Financial viability

- Presentation (written and face-to-face)

- European Approach
Hereunder the nuances to the criteria of evaluation according to the participants categories are listed.

Category ENCOURAGEMENT

As no structured document such as a Business Plan is necessary, the essential element on which the Selection Committee will base his evaluation, is the originality of the proposal and the potential for creation of value proposed by the project. 

The European approach should be seen here as a potential expansion or replication outside of the native country.

Moreover, during the presentation, the candidate will have to show a certain professionalism by showing that he has already thought of the various aspects of his project, that he asked himself a certain number of "good" questions and that he has certain tracks of answers. He must know where and how to move to get to the stage of creation of his company. 

Many questions can be opened but the participant must have a idea of what to do to answer these questions. The answer “I don’t know” is acceptable if it is followed by any plan to advance in answering that quesiton.

Typically, the role of the Selection Committee is not to say if an idea is good or bad, but to encourage the entrepreneur to investigate in some areas that seem critical for his/her start.

Category SEED

The SEED candidates are about or have just created their company.  The Selection Committee will mostly evaluate the potential of survival and growth and the coherence of the plan to develop activities.  (originality/ ability to compete and feasability).

In this case, a Business Plan should not aim at showing astronomical numbers but should be closer to a clarifcation of the middle term future of the company. A presentation of the action plan for the next 3 month is an example of a coherent document to expose to the Selection Committee.

The European approach should be seen here as a potential expansion or replication outside of the native country.

Typically, the Selection Committee will counter examine the way the entrepreneur is managing his new business and evaluate in general the potential of the company.

Category START UP

In this category, the activity is real and the Selection Committee will assess the potential for growth and the maturity of the entrepreneur to manage it. This should be demonstrated by a full Business Plan on 3 to 5 years integrating all dimensions of a Strat-up strategy (originality/ ability to compete and feasability).

The European approach should be seen here as a clarified expansion or replication outside of the native country

The Selection Committee will test the strategy and the ability of the management team to achieve it  (tactic plan).

Category EXPANSION

For the EXPANSION category, the selection committe will not evaluate the management capabilities but only the potential value of the business: market share, risk, etc. Implicitely, it is agreed that the business is properly formed in term of management and key survival factors. (originality/ ability to compete and feasability).

The European approach should be seen here as a proven expansion or replication at least in one country outside of the native country with a clear plan on a larger European expansion.

- The National Selection Committee session and the national Award Ceremony will be held between 15/10/2002 and 30/10/2002. There will be 4 laureates per participating country (1 laureate per category);

STAGE 6
EUROPEAN SELECTION
- From 1 until 30/11/2002 each member of the European Selection Committee determines by means of the Web based interface (available on the website www.eurowards.com) the European laureate of each category; the activity files are drawn up in the national language, as well as in English and/or French.

At this stage, the Committee members particularly consider the European approach of the activities.

Elevator Pitch

Geosat is a finding and visualization technology in the hydrocarbon area (oil and gas) as well as of natural resources (e.g. fresh ground-water, minerals and metals) in general. Traditionally, petro-geologists make use of seismic surveys for exploring oil and gas fields. The seismic method, however, is expensive, time consuming and insecure.

Technologically Geosat is based on a totally different physical principle. Above the absolute zero point 

(-273,16° C) all elements emit electromagnetic radiation along a certain spectrum. Applying a mathematical algorithm and using satellite data Geosat is able to calculate the location and size of oil and gas fields as well as the optimal drilling points linked therewith in a cheaper (lower price in a direct comparison to seismic surveys and massive indirect savings in the amount of millions if Euros by avoiding unproductive drilling activities), faster (three months vs. up to 18 months) and more accurate way (increasing the hit rates many folds vs. 20% hit rate)!

The Tank Cava is a system of feeding, in water of rinsing, basins of WC by sanitary water recovery of bathrooms. The Tank Cava presents under the form of a reservoir column possibly encastrable and modulable (of 100 to 250 l) to which come to graft on the one hand the basin of WC and on the other hand the tub, the shower or the system of evacuation of that(s)-ci. The aspect completely modulable of this invention proposes a reply to the totality of domestic situations. CZECH REPUBLIC

Company: genomac international 

Category: Seed
We have developed a proprietary technology allowing high-throughput screening of genetic variations (DNA mutations and polymorphisms, SNP). This technology is based on resolving the normal and mutated DNA targets (PCR amplified fragments) based on minute differences in their secondary structure. Our detection platform is based on parallel analysis of hundreds of samples using capillary-array genetic analyzer equipped with sensitive laser-induced fluorescence detection. We intend to perform population screening for genetic variations as markers for onset of selected diseases that are vastly responsible for mortalities in European population.

Launched tunnels under the Vltava River

The two curved tunnel tubes were launched under the water into the trench excavated in the riverbed. Each tunnel tube was cast in the dry dock built at the right hand side of the river. After flooding of the dock, the tube was balanced so that the correct weight and stability was guaranteed. The launching equipment composed of the two pulling units and one braking unit, one pontoon and additional accessories was able to move the tunnel along the circular track into the final position. The definitive supports were built. The procedure was repeated for the second tunnel. This original method of construction made it possible to shorten the construction time, was friendly to the environment and was cheaper than the classical construction in cofferdams.

The social feature of the new company will be to offer on the market solutions to biocontamination problems (bacteria, virus, prions ...) of metallic and mineral surfaces mainly for biomedical applications. This consists in a coating method and a protective product adapted to the contamination nature and to the material. The first products we wish to develop would be dedicated to the coating of metallic surfaces in food and agricultural industries not only to limit the bacterial contamination but also make the cleaning easier. It does not produce toxic or dangerous emanations in case of fire. Furthermore, after it has been manufactured,“Cellubio” is a dry ready-for-use product which can be stored in polyethylene sacks sheltered from humidity and bad weather during 6 months. It can not be damaged by rodents or parasites. It is off-white or yellow and has a rustic and uniform aspect. “Cellubio” is a new solution for insulation issues which are dependent on drastic rules.
